Two
wagons are kept busy all the time hauling freight and baggage and moving things around
town. Great care is taken by Mr. Sexton and his men in handling goods to avoid breakage,
and a specialty is made of moving household goods and furniture. Mr. Sexton is one of the
busy men of the community. He does not confine himself to his dray business, but has
branched out considerably and is engaged in several different occupations. In summer time
he supplys Gaylord people with ice. He is now making preparations to start a coal yard near
the foundry and will soon be ready to furnish hard and soft coal on short notice.
